1. ______ I agree to keep this dog(s) in my personal possession, and to provide proper and sufficient food, water, shelter, training, affection, grooming and humane treatment at all times.

2. ______ I agree and understand that I am adopting a rescue dog and that, in doing so, I am continuing with the dog’s rescue.

3. ______ I agree that, within  7 days of adopting the dog, I will take the dog to a veterinarian with the records which I have received in order to have the dog examined and to establish a base line on the dog’s vaccinations. I agree further to procure veterinary care at once if this dog becomes sick or injured, and to keep current all vaccinations as recommended by the veterinarian.   Unless otherwise agreed to in writing, I am responsible for the cost of all veterinary care of the dog after adoption.

4. ______ I agree to obey any and all animal control regulations governing the area in which I live, and to license this dog(s) according to such regulations within one month of adoption.

5. ______ I agree not to sell, trade ownership, abandon, or dispose of this dog(s) in any way (including to family members without the approval of GPR), but to notify and return the dog to Ginger’s Pet Rescue if I must relinquish custody of the dog(s) for any reason. 

6. ______ I agree to allow Ginger’s Pet Rescue to examine the dog(s) and its living conditions, and to surrender it if the living conditions are found by GPR unsatisfactory.

7. ______ I agree to assume full responsibility for this dog (s) actions, including any damage done by this dog(s).

8. ______ I agree if not already done, I will microchip the dog(s) within 30 days of adoption and mail proof to Ginger’s Pet Rescue. I will contact the Microchip Company and I will change the owner’s name into my name within one week of finalization of the adoption. 

9. ______ I agree to list GPR as a contact person on the adoptive dog(s) microchip registration for the life of the dog(s).

10. ______ I agree that the dog(s) will reside in my home as a pet.

11. ______ I agree that it is my responsibility to see and evaluate the dog for myself before agreeing to adopt it.

12. ______ I have read and agree to the terms of the GPR return policy, attached hereto. I understand that, if the dog is not returned in the condition in which it was received by me (as determined by GPR), GPR may apply all or a portion of the adoption fee I paid toward veterinary, grooming or other costs required to treat the dog(s). Further, I may also be responsible for additional costs of veterinary, grooming or other necessary care, in the event that these costs exceed the adoption fee I paid.

13. ______ I acknowledge that GPR has provided in good faith what it believes to be appropriate veterinary and other information about this dog, but that the dog(s) is provided by GPR “as is”, so that the dog’s temperament, health, habits and physical condition are not and cannot be guaranteed.

14. ______ I agree and understand that, although the dog has been vetted by being given a veterinary examination and those shots disclosed in the records I have received, there may be other needs that the dog has, such as care for its teeth, or other issues. I recognize and agree that these are not the responsibility of GPR and that, upon adoption, I must assume full responsibility for any vetting or other issues related to the dog.

* Return Policy for Ginger’s Pet Rescue

Ginger’s Pet Rescue has always maintained the policy that if the dog adoption doesn’t work out for any reason, we will refund the adoption fees.  The adoption fees are refunded after 14 days of the return of the dog. However, we have had some dogs returned to us who were not in the condition that they were when they were adopted.  This includes the return of dogs with hurt or broken limbs, noticeable weight gain or loss, changed behavior or ungroomed & dirty.  

We will therefore provide a full refund when the dog is returned happy, healthy and groomed.  In the exact same condition as when you adopted him or her from GPR. (This will be determined by the personnel at Ginger’s Pet Rescue).

Any vet bills, grooming and any needed treatment or evaluation from a certified dog trainer for a returned dog will be deducted and whatever balance is left will be refunded.  Moreover, you agree to be liable for any vet, grooming or evaluation costs that exceed the adoption fees you paid to Ginger’s Pet Rescue.

A Medical Evaluation of $85.00 will be automatically deducted from your adoption fee if you return your dog after 4 weeks or 30 days.
